Czech Government Visa Portal 

☐ Wait to receive the original visa documents from us (by post, or DHL – covered by you) 
☐ If you need soft copies of your visa documents (for example, to make an appointment 

at the embassy), you will find them in your e-application under “Other documents.”

☐ Book your visa appointment early 
☐ Inform Barbora of your visa appointment date + application number 
☐ Track your visa process and let us know if there are problems
